who are so careful that our use of them is original and bright ,are called upon

to use these words again,or at least meanings which resemble fhe,since these are

our only weapons in the struggle against annihilation.Many of us find this

difficult and believe me I am amongst them.Many of us say,that's enough,we have

said it all,we have said it again,we have done what we can.But Kazantzakis' old

grandfather has left us a hefitage:Do that which you cannot.

If ,with this thought,with this promise,we leave this superb hospitabie
city,Sophia,for our homes,I have the impression that we shall oppose and resist
the threat of a nuclear holocaust.Each one of us:SSsAfggg;iduals but also as
a unity ,like one large world-wide family,which thirsts to impart to the coming :
g=nerations- all that enthralled and bewitched us and our parents:Homer,Dante,
Omar Kayiam,Pushkin,Milton and others. .
